Minutes of AGM held on 10th March 2010 
1.  Confirmation of the minutes of the previous meeting. No minutes were presented.
2.  Election of Committee Members
The main positions up for election were Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and the position of Seed Secretary.
Nominations were received for:

Mrs A Wilkinson for position of Chair – Seconded by Francis Freer, vote carried, 
Mr Mike Elton for position of Vice Chair – Seconded by Mrs Ailan Walsh, vote carried.
Mrs Ailan Walsh for position of Secretary – Seconded by Anne Rooke, vote carried.

Mr Malcolm Chapman and Miss Kim McCartney (stood down) for Position of Treasurer – Seconded by Barbara Vercoe, vote carried 
Position of Seed Secretary, Mrs Anne Rooke (stood down).  Mr Malcolm Chapman was nominated, vote carried.

Meeting closed. 

Meeting of new Committee opened.

The Chair proposed that a position of Membership Secretary be created to help with the initial set up of the Associations membership and insurance as we are basically starting the association again from scratch.  It was proposed that Mrs Wilkinson become the membership Secretary for the time being and pass on any details of accounting to the Treasurer Mr Chapman, vote was carried.
It was proposed by Mrs Wilkinson that a new bank account be opened with the HSBC bank in Barnstaple with a two to sign cheque book.  It was felt that the old passbook account was not working well.  There will now be three signatories: Mrs A Wilkinson, Mrs Ailan Walsh and Mr Malcolm Chapman.  Kim McCartney closed the old account with the Nationwide and presented a cheque for the closing balance of £534.52.  This will be paid into the new account as soon as it is open.  This was put to the vote and was carried unanimously.
Any other business

Mrs Wilkinson said that she would be unable to do the stall at the Pilton Festival on the 17th July 2010.  Mrs Wilkinson said that BAA could have the use of some SWCAA equipment to help them set up the stall if they wanted to.  Mr Chapman said he would like to run the stall with some help from other Committee members.  It was decided that Mr Chapman would download and fill in the application form and we would discuss it in more detail at the next meeting.
Mrs Wilkinson reported that the shed on plot 24 Bryants Field had been burnt down, the shed belonged to Yeo Valley School and the Council were informed.

Mark Beer from Bryants Field said his shed had been broken into and that he had reported it to the police.

Anne Rooke says that her friend Mrs Anne Woodward would be happy to take up the position of second site rep at Sunnybank.

It was decided that a letter should be written on behalf of BAA to Barnstaple Town Council expressing concern over the state of so many abandoned allotment plots.  It was felt that the turn around in the letting of the plots is to long especially with so many on the waiting list.  Many plots are clearly not being worked and plots are becoming overgrown and weedy putting potential plot holders off when they come to view them.  Mrs Wilkinson will draft a letter and send to the TC.
